Want to look up where a term appears in the text? You'll have to thumb through the entire book.

Significant flaw when you're learning.

Robert Greenberg is a GREAT communicator and he communicates his love and knowledge of

classical music (or concert music - a term he prefers for reasons you will learn if you read this

wonderful book). I have an extensive background in this field, but I also learned a thing or two which

has increased my own love for this amazing art form, which far too few people "get" or appreciate,

but you will "get" and "appreciate" this neglected domain of art by reading this book.

Even if you have studied the history of concert music, the book is still very entertaining and

enjoyable. I think it is a good basic course for someone who is listening to concert music but does

not have a background in music and music history. Robert Greenberg writes with clarity and vigor.
