He was a prolific writer and illustrator and the

founder of two different societies for boys, as well as one of the founders of the Boy Scouts of

America. Before his death in 1941, Beard received the only Golden Eagle badge ever awarded by

the Boy Scouts of America, and the mountain peak adjoining Mount McKinley in Alaska was named

in his honor.
