For the first time, we find a Weird book dealing not with a specific state or region, but with the most
infamous period in America’s history. And it is good. Reports are divided not by subject (as is usual
for the Weird titles), but by state, so it's easy to look at just the articles covering your state.
Moreover, most of the time, actual addresses are given, making it easy to plan your trip.On the
other hand ... | said these were divided by state. It surprised me to find that Arkansas, Mississippi,
and Alabama were NOT represented, despite being surrounded by states that are. These three
states were part of the Confederacy, but there are apparently no weirdnesses connected with them.
West Virginia, also, is not listed, despite being formed during (and because of) the Civil War -- that
fact alone should have merited a mention. And none of these states has a Weird guide ... perhaps
therein lies the reason.Despite this, it's an excellent book in an excellent series. Perhaps it's a bit
thinner than usual, and certainly | felt that more stories could have been included ... but | don’t

consider myself deprived for not seeing them.
